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 You’re all likely familiar with the phrase, “you 
can’t teach an old dog new tricks.” Well, I’m a 42 year-old 
dog trying to learn a new trick. And it’s not a new trick, it’s 

a new sport.  

 Going back even before the pandemic Sara and I 
noticed that while Liam enjoyed parts of baseball, the 
sport as a whole left him bored. After talking with a friend, 
they recommended getting him in either soccer or la-
crosse. Now you could say we were crazy, and likely will 
get little dispute from us, but we decided to let him try out 
lacrosse. Now while it is perhaps our continent and na-
tion’s oldest sport, and there is an interesting story about 
the fall of Fort Michilimackinac, I know very little about the 

game. 

 Actually I started out knowing very little outside of 
the fact that you score points by putting the ball in the 
net. What was and was not a penalty, I had no clue. What 
positions there were and what they did, I could tell you 
there might be a goalie. It was pretty comical to get 
equipment, since I was panic texting a friend about what 
was needed and what was the right type of stick. To put it 
mildly I was in over my head and wasn’t able to even 
tread water. Imagine the blow to my ego when I realized 
that Liam knew more about what he was doing and how 

things were supposed to go than I did.  

 But by reading, watching videos, and listening to 
the coaches as they work with the kids, I’m learning. It is 
taking a lot more time, and I am making a lot of mistakes. 
I often try and relate one thing to another when they are 
nothing alike except in my head. But bit by bit, little by 
little, I’m learning. I even went so far as to reach out to a 

friend and ask him for ways to help. 

 Learning is not easy. Growing what you know 
and the width and depth of it seldom is as easy as you 
want it to be. I remember when I was younger there was 
a whole series of books titled (insert word here) for dum-
mies. The idea was for us to have things explained to us 

in such a way that the presentation was at its simplest, 
and most approachable. Now if you ever read one of 
those books there was sometimes a pretty big leap to 

even get to that beginning part.  

 And learning as it regards our faith is perhaps 
one of the hardest things we will ever do. The lessons of 
faith happen at all times and moments of our lives. They 
force us to grapple with difficult truths, they engage us to 
dig deeper into our faith. Learning about God and our 
faith is a continual journey. It’s easy to say that we know 
enough or know all that we need to know about God. But 

is that true. Can we ever know everything about God? 

 Add to all of this the difficulty that as we learn 
about God, as we grow, the less we know. The more and 
more we know about God, the more we realize how little 
we actually know, and how much more there is to know. 
Think about a horizon specifically the ocean. As you look 
out on it you see a point which is known as the vanishing 
point. That point never stops, it continually moves. As you 
seemingly get closer to it, it moves. God forever will be a 
point which we are moving towards and yet at the same 
time one in which we must realize the vastness of what is 
still left to be seen and known and experienced with God. 
May we keep on moving towards that point, keep growing 
in our faith, and understand that though there is so much 
we don’t know, how much it is a blessing to be learning
